INTENTIONAL LOVE, Curt Brunk 11.8.09 

How to keep a consuming, passionate love on fire, in an 

ever growing way 

Don’t allow yourself to get distracted, even if it is for 

an excellent reason 

Stay focused on the main things 

How to do this: 

God is fond of making things in a pattern that can be 

broken down into three parts 

For us that means family, others, calling 

Jesus: disciples, others, calling 

God: trinity, us, creation 

Looking at the most intimate of the three, we see it 

too can be broken into three parts: 

God: one member of the trinity, the others, and 

us!? 

We are one with God! Brought in by Jesus 

in most intimate way possible 

Jesus: Jesus, the 3, the others. 

Us: you, spouse, others 

Could break others down too, but 3 becomes 9, 

9 becomes 27, quickly it all becomes too much.  

What if God made things in this pattern of 3 to 

keep us able to make the very complex, simple? 

During Devos each morning “God what 

would you say about: 

My marriage? 

My children? 

The Others you have placed in my life for a 

reason? 

Your Calling for me being fulfilled? 

Taking the incredibly complex lives we have, 

breaking it down into very simple, doable 

parts 

What you measure, you manage
