Fully resourced church – 10% vrs the current 

1.7% that regular churchgoers give – can get 

beyond basic needs/staff to easily: 

Increase meeting people’s needs in the 

community by 10 fold 

Hire a much needed Lake Samm Kids Pastor 

Finance projects that bring God to our culture – 

Sticky Buns a movie being made at Lake Samm 

Finally do our Internship and train not just a new 

generation of ministers, but all of us 

Now just imagine eradicating Malaria, providing 

clean water to every person, educating millions… 

This is the glory of God manifesting corporately 

through His church, in a way individuals cannot 

Key is, the tithe is not your choice, it is His to 

bring glory to His name by our simple obedience  

Offering – giving as the Spirit brings opportunity.  

This is your choice, have at it with joy! 

To be balanced with your bills 

Sign up for Dave Ramsey Small Group to get out 

of debt & be free to pursue what the Spirit brings 

To whom much given, much required, Lk 12:48 

What Godly giving is really all about: 

1st, Generous towards others 

Moses stored up for lean times for others 

We can store up wrongly for ourselves, Lk 16:16-21 

We are not as wise, nor as commended, by Jesus as 

the thieving manager! Lk 16:1-9 

God is trying to give us more than we can even 

imagine, but we cheat ourselves, Lk 16:10-13 

2nd God blesses in ways way beyond income, Mal 3:8-12 

3rd When learn what generous life brings, become 

overflowing in every area, Lk 6:38
