Easter — the most important day in all of human history
Had Christ simply lived, just one more example
Had to die and rise again to make something new
This is what Christianity all about — new

New facts, we’ve never seen, new truths we’ve
never known

Best corollary in life...falling in love, everything new,
and wonderful!

Just want to spread the joy/life/love
Surprising to get Pushback...still, totally worth it

If you’re sent, rejection or acceptance is of one who sent
you, Mat 10:40

We're sent, Mark 16:15
We are Prophets & Righteous Ones, Mat 10:4
Prophets — telling the things of God

Righteous — not because of actions, but because our
desire is to be “right with Him”

(Note: Israel’s prophets & priests part of class system)

We are “little ones,” i.e. His children-this makes it worth it
What we do comes from a place of love overflowing
Is our love still overflowing?

This Easter — 82% of non-believers say would
come if asked...only 31% of believers will ask

Jesus: imagine the very worst that could happen...still
worth it? If so, if better than expected, victory and joy!

Worst that ever happened to me...much better
than what disciples experienced

Not all will reject, some will “receive”
Will something in them leap? Lkl:44
Even if it’s small, Mat 10:42
So worth it: cousin, friend, neighbor, acquaintance...
Heavens rejoiced! Lk 15:9-10
