REAL. Mat 11:1-6, Curt Brunk, 4.4.10 

Jesus’ resurrection – the one fact about which every 

person who knows of Jesus has to decide 

If it is Real, then so too: 

That we have all made decisions to separate ourselves 

from God – some willfully so, some simply deciding to 

not follow the still small voice of conscience 

So God came to us, as one of us, to take all the 

consequences of all our decisions upon Himself – 

which killed Him 

He did this so that He could bury every consequence, 

every decisions, in the grave, forever 

Then He left them behind, and rose clean & new 

He invites all who want, to join Him in this new life 

If we say “yes” to Him He brings us into His intimate 

presence as we join Jesus in His ascent back to God 

Shroud of Turin 

A relatively minor evidence, but still… 

“Real Face of Jesus” on History Channel 

Debunks all arguments that Shroud is not real: 

carbon 14 date, modern replication by Italian, etc. 

Image is totally consistent with all Gospel’s say 

Photo negative brings out how much detail there 

really is 

Has 3 Dimensional information unlike any 

painting or other man made image 

Scientists can tell us definitively what it is not, 

they just cannot tell us what it is. Unlike anything 

else we’ve ever known. 

Faith is doubt overcome by something Real. 

Mary doubted Disciples too, John the Baptist: 

John was in prison, for a year, has “moment”…? 

Asks Jesus “are you the one?” Jesus doesn’t say 

yes, says you decide ,here’s facts/evidence 

John knows it’s Real 

So too, billions of others who’ve experienced what’s 

Real.
